Ch occasionally” or, more 
likely, “Mrs. attends Cong. Ch., Mr. never attends.”    Another 
said  “old lady member of  
M[ethodist] E[piscopal] Ch., Child attends Cong SS. Parents not 
attend.”  The opinion of the canvasser occasionally intruded as in this 
one: "Mrs. & Mr. H members Cong Ch, seldom attend.  Backsliders,   
promised to send boy to SS.”

Stewardship 
On January 10th, after the 10:30 service, Paul DeMaio 
and Tom Sokoloski presented figures from 2009 and 
the proposed budget for 2010. For 2009, the 
preliminary deficit is $33,000. This is due primarily to 
a shortfall in pledge giving relative to commitments 
during 2009. The office recently mailed year end 
pledge statements. If your giving did not match your 
intentions and you wish to increase your 2009 
contributions to help close the gap, please contact 
Polly in the office at (860)-633-4651. 
 
As we move into 2010, we continue to await the 
finalization of our stewardship campaign. We are 
grateful for the 216 pledges we have received so far. 
By this time in 2009 and 2008, respectively, 225 and 
239 commitments had been received. 30% of the 
pledges received to date reflect an increase over last 
year. 70% are less than last year, likely reflecting 
economic uncertainty. In order to support the 2010 
budget, programs and ministries our pledging needs to 
increase by $55,000. As in the past, the Stewardship 
Committee has been following up on all outstanding 
pledges. We hope to hear from everyone who can 
pledge soon, so we can consider all commitments as 
we plan for 2010. Over the next few weeks the 
Stewardship Committee will develop a plan to address 

the budget needs. This plan is likely to include a 2nd 
appeal.  
 
In order to fully live out our faith and support our 
mission of service, hospitality and justice in the world, 
we need the support of all who are able. These 
uncertain economic times can create a sense of fear, 
but it is times such as these that the community needs 
the church the most. Let us count our blessings and 
join together to reach our pledge goal in support of our 
mission.
